This amendment would:

Erase the basic rights of parents.

» Constitutional scholars Carrie
Campbell Severino and Frank J.
Scaturro recently wrote in their legal
analysis that the amendment language
would “effectively obliterate most limits
to abortion or sex-change surgery.”
