You're not
alone. For a variety of reasons,
some adult Catholics never
completed their initiation into
the Church by receiving the
sacrament of confirmation. If this describes you, you
might want to consider participating in our 6-week
Adult Confirmation Preparation series beginning on
Tuesday, January 7, 2025.

Since the invitation to be a godparent or sponsor
often comes shortly before the child is to be baptized,
it’s best to reflect on your faith journey now and take
the step to be confirmed before the question is even
posed.

Protecting God’s Children

For three weeks every January, HMKids and Spirit
students in grades 1-8 learn skills that help them
protect themselves from child molesters.
Children are taught how to recognize boundary
violations that precede abuse, remove themselves
from uncomfortable situations and tell a trusted
adult when someone has crossed a boundary.

Praesidium developed a curriculum with age-
appropriate lessons for each grade level.

e Second graders will learn about listening to
their “gut” or intuition when it tells them
something’s not right.

e Third graders will learn about different types
of secrets and how to recognize a “bad”
secret. They’ll also learn what to say to a
trusted adult when someone has asked them
to keep a secret that makes them feel unsafe.

e An important part of what fifth graders learn
relates to limiting private information shared
online.

The Diocese of Cleveland requires that these skills
be taught every year to children in grades 1-8.
SPIRIT students (grades 7 and 8) will receive this
training in January as well.

This training for children is the “other arm of

Virtus’, which educates adults about what to
watch for when they see adults interacting  with
children.

VIRTUS has always championed taking measures
to ensure that children are safer in person, and
online. In addition, WePROTECT has echoed
these steps, and provided additional ones,” in
order to provide the best possible opportunity to
protect children during this time.
